A 2010 visit to Cambodia by a Califoraevada leadership team led by Bishop Warner H.

Brown, Jr. revealed a specific and urgent need for three new vehicles to replace the mchanica

unreliable, dilapidated, and ancient trucks that are currently used for travel on unpaved roads.

Safe and reliable vehicles are critical for connecting thfidag Cambodian congregations with
each other for mutual support and for connecting thamtisural communities with health,
education, agricultural, social service, and development resources that are only centrally

available. The goal is for the conference to raise $60,000 and to have it matched with a grant

from the general church.

Katherne currently drives an ancient truck as she visits her assigned congregations. The new

trucks will be available to all the Methodist missionaries in Cambodia for use in their work.
Giving to this special offering will enable Katherine and her CHAD cgliea to more safely
and easily travel throughout the country and continue their work in developing clean water

systems, building rice barns, providing health services and helping communities to prospet.

This California Grey Bear program provides food
bags to more than 3000 seniors each week in Santa
Cruz County. On Thursday and Friday mornings
volunteers fill thebags and load them into vehicle
We have over 80 volunteer drivers who deliver tg
homes or piclup sites from the Pajaro River to
north of Scotts Valley.

You may have been among our church folks whg
recently visited the GB operation on Chanticleer
Avenue. We recycle everything: computers,
metals, glass, plastic, paper, cardboard, and all
else. We produce hundreds of pounds of compast,
roll newspapers into bundles that are used by the
floral industry, and operate a classy thrift store.
All of this is accomplished by volunteers. The
income from these operations helps to pay for th
'brown bag' program. You can be one of those
volunteers.
