There is nothing quite as exciting as a being
seven year old and on your way to your very
first swim lesson. My daughter, Marion, wore
a brand new swim suit and was feeling super
special. I was taking her to her first lesson at
Los Gatos Swim School. The school opened
in 1963 as part of the Los Gatos Golf Club.
This was where I met Linda and her dog
Primo for the first time.

Linda Theiring was born Linda Lou Kuenzli
in Reno, Nevada on September 13, 1940.
Linda went to elementary and junior high
schools in Reno. She then attended Santa
Catalina School for Girls in Monterey,
California, and later moved back to Reno to
complete high school. Linda finished her
education at University of Oregon, earning a
B.A. in Health and Physical Education.
Following graduation, Linda took a summer
break to tour Europe.

After her trek through Europe, Linda found
employment as Social Director at Castilleja
School for Girls in Palo Alto, California. It
was during this time that Linda met her
future husband, Jim, while practicing for a
synchronized swimming event. She
completely forgot about the swimming event
and started dating Jim. The couple married
in December of 1965. Jim was teaching
physical education at Pioneer High School at
the same time he and Linda were running
the Los Gatos Swim School.

It was about this time that my daughter
started her swim lessons. Jim and Linda had
an unusual partner who helped teach the
children to become comfortable in the water.
He was a black Labrador retriever named
Primo. Much to the children’s delight, Primo
would jump into the pool and swim to the
other side, showing off his dog paddle.
During one of these lessons, I mentioned to
Linda that Glenn that I recently bought a
little beach house in Aptos. At the time we
were renting the house during the summer.

Linda, Jim, and Linda’s mother Marilou
decided to rent the house for a weekend. The
family felt very comfortable in the house and
with its location. As a result of their stay,
Jim and Linda moved to Aptos, and a year
later Linda’s mom also made the move.

In June of 1976, Linda and Jim opened
Almaden Valley Athletic Club (AVAC) in San
Jose, the first all inclusive club. No other
club had ever offered swimming, fitness,
racket ball and tennis all located in one
facility.

In 1996, Jim and Linda opened “Bamboola,”
a wonderland of exciting experiences for
young children. They combined educational
learning centers with physical climbing
structures and an area in the center where
parents could sit and keep an eye on their
“Bamboolazers.”

In 2004, Jim and Linda retired from AVAC
and two years later sold Bamboola which
changed its name to “The Jungle.”

Jim and Linda are not content to retire to
their rocking chairs however. As tri-athletes
who have competed in the Hawaiian Iron
Man, they remain physically active by
swimming, running and biking. Linda likes
cooking, and tries to entice Jim into helping
her in the kitchen. Jim prefers to work in the
garden, and would like to get Linda to join
him in the yard with their two kitties, Luca
and Wanda. Linda also enjoys reading books
of all kinds (except scary ones), movies and
going out to dinner. Two of her favorite
restaurants being “The Sparrow” in Aptos
and “Theo’s” in Soquel.

Linda was raised in the Methodist church.
When her mom Marilou started coming to
Aptos U.M.C,, it was only natural that Linda
and Jim would follow her lead. We are so
happy that they are a part of our
congregation.
